In the fall of 1999, one family planted 
daffodils along Freeland Road, Portland, 

to bloom for the Millennium; and every year 
they continue to plant different varieties. 

In 2010, the Joint Beautification Sub-

launched "The Daffodil Project - Making 
Rideau Lakes the Daffodil Capital of Ontario 

by 2015".  Hundreds of residents embraced the 
Project and began planting daffodils all 

throughout the Township.
